KATHMANDU, July 7 : Amidst mount-

ing pressure on Prime Minister K P Shar-

ma Oli to step down, Chinese Ambassa-

dor Hou Yanqi on Tuesday intensified con-

sultations with leaders of the ruling Ne-

pal Communist Party to save him.

Hou met senior leaders and former

Prime Ministers Madhav Kumar Nepal

and Jhala Nath Khanal within the past 48

hours as hectic negotiations for power shar-

ing were going on between embattled

Prime Minister Oli and dissident group

led by ruling party’s executive chairman

Pushpa Kamal Dahal ‘Prachanda.’

The political future of 68-year-old Oli,

known for his pro-Beijing leanings, will be

decided on Wednesday during the ruling

party’s Standing Committee meeting.

During the 45-minute meeting with

Khanal on Tuesday, Hou expressed con-

cern over disputes that has surfaced with-

in the ruling party and suggested to work

Chinese envoy meets senior NCP leaders
toward resolving the differences.

On Sunday, the Chinese Ambassador

met with senior NCP leader and former

prime minister Madhav Kumar Nepal and

discussed the current political situation.

She also called on President Bidya Devi

Bhandari on the same day.

Both Madhav Nepal and Khanal held

discussion with the Chinese envoy re-

garding the latest political situation in the

country, aides of the two leaders said,

without giving any details.

A number of political party leaders

have termed the Chinese envoy’s se-

ries of meetings with the ruling party

leaders as interference in Nepal’s inter-

nal political affairs.

“Will the democratic republic operat-

ed through a remote control benefit Nepa-

lese people?” former Foreign Minister

and Rastriya Prajatantra Party chairman

Kamala Thapa tweeted, in an apparent

reference to the Chinese envoy’s meet-

ing with the NCP leaders.

“We strongly refute all conspiracy the-

ories that the internal political dynamics

and phenomenon here in our country, even

today, are dictated by this or that foreign

forces,” tweeted Narayankaji Shrestha,

spokesperson of the CPN, shortly after

the Chinese envoy met Madhav Nepal.

“Nepal, as a Sovereign Country, is able

to decide itself. We object and reject any

tendency to intervene in our affairs.”

This is not the first time that the Chi-

nese Ambassador has intervened in Ne-

pal’s internal affairs at a time of crisis.

One-and-a-half months ago, when the

NCP’s intra-party feud reached the cli-

max, Hou held separate meetings with

President Bhandari, Prime Minister Oli

and other senior leaders including NCP’s

executive chairman Pushpa Kamal Dahal

Prachanda’ and Madhav Nepal. – PTI

N Korea tightens border
control to fight COVID-19

SEOUL, July 7: North Korea

has tightened its border control

to prevent a coronavirus out-

break, the country’s state news-

paper said on Tuesday, after lead-

er Kim Jong-un called for “max-

imum alert” against the highly

contagious disease.

Last week, Kim held a polit-

buro meeting and urged people

not to lower their guard against

COVID-19, saying that prema-

ture easing of anti-virus meas-

ures will lead to an “unimagina-

ble and irretrievable crisis,” re-

ports Yonhap News Agency.

North Korea has “complete-

ly shut down its border, territo-

rial air and sea and continues to

strengthen its work to complete-

ly prevent the flow of the new

coronavirus”, the Minju Joson,

the official paper of the North’s

Cabinet, said in an article.

“We are making pre-emp-

tive countermeasures to

strengthen surveillance on

borders and along the coast-

line,” the paper added.

North Korea has taken rela-

tively fast and drastic counter-

measures to block the flow of the

coronavirus since late January,

including closing its borders and

beefing up quarantine criteria.

Some signs have been spot-

ted recently that the North

might be easing up on border

control believed to be wreaking

52 killed
in Japan

TOKYO, July 7 : The death

toll due to the torrential rain in

Japan’s Kyushu region increased

to 52 on Tuesday, with the gov-

ernment issuing its highest alert

as the Chikugo river in Oita pre-

fecture overflowed.

Kumamoto prefecture reg-

istered the highest number of

victims at 51, while 11 people

were reported missing, The

Japan Times quoted authori-

ties as saying.

The 52nd victim, a woman

in Omuta Fukuoka prefecture,

was found at her submerged

home on Monday night and was

confirmed dead on Tuesday at

a hospital.

In Omuta, about 200 people

were left stranded at two evac-

uation centres after floodwa-

ters surged in the area.

The Chikugo River, the larg-

est in the Kyushu region, over-

flowed in Hita, Oita prefec-

ture, prompting a local mete-

orological observatory and the

land ministry to issue the high-

est-level alert to residents on

Tuesday morning.

The death toll from the

heavy rains that started in the

early hours of July 4 is expect-

ed to climb as search efforts

for the missing continued at

sites hit by landslides and

floods. – IANS

21 killed
in accident

BEIJING, July 7: Authori-

ties say 21 people were killed

on Tuesday when a bus ran

through a roadside fence and

plunged into a lake in a south-

western Chinese city.

Surveillance video posted

by state broadcaster CCTV on

its social media account show

the bus suddenly race across

six lanes of traffic and through

the fence. The cause of the ac-

cident was unclear. The Ans-

hun city government in

Guizhou province said in a

statement that 15 people were

rescued and sent to hospitals

with injuries. The bus was

hauled out of Hongshan Lake

in a large rescue operation. The

passengers included high school

students taking nationwide uni-

versity entrance exams that

began on Tuesday. –AP

7 cops killed
KABUL, July 7: A suicide

car bomber targeted an Afghan
police convoy in eastern Nan-
garhar province on Tuesday
morning, killing four officers,
including a police commander,
a local official said.   Three oth-
er officers were killed in an
attack in the country’s south.

The suicide bombing, which
struck at a market in the dis-
trict of Khewa, also wounded
11 people nine civilians and
two members of the security
forces, according to Attahullah
Khogyani, the spokesman for
the provincial governor. He
identified the slain command-
er as Mir Zaman; the other
three officers were Zaman’s
bodyguards. No one imme-
diately claimed responsibili-
ty for the attack, but both the
Taliban and the Islamic State
group are active in eastern

Afghanistan. – AP

KABUL, July 7 : The Afghan
government has suspended the
release of the last batch of Tal-
iban inmates over their in-
volvement in serious crimes,
it was reported on Tuesday.

The Afghan government on
Monday once again stated its
firm stance of not releasing
nearly 600 Taliban prisoners

havoc on its economy, but the lat-

est report indicated that the

North is keeping its tight border

lockdown in place, said the Yon-

hap News Agency report.

The paper said the North is

also enforcing strict rules to san-

itize and incinerate any items

coming into the country via wa-

ter or air, apparently referring

to anti-Pyongyang leaflets and

other items sent by activists in

South Korea.

Afghan Govt suspends release of Taliban inmates
who are reportedly guilty of
serious crimes beyond mem-
bership in the Taliban, Tolo
news said in a report.

The government called on
the group to not request spe-
cific individuals for release.

On Sunday, the Afghan gov-
ernment revealed that one of
the main reasons behind the

delay in the intra-Afghan nego-
tiations was its refusal to re-
lease 597 prisoners out of the
5,000 inmates that were to be
freed as part of the US-Taliban
agreement signed in February.

These individuals are ac-
cused of serious “moral
crimes,” and are on a list that
was given to the government

by the Taliban, said Ahmad
Rashid Totakhil, who heads up
the prisoner release process.

Afghan President Mohammad
Ashraf Ghani issued a decree to
release 5,000 Taliban inmates on
parole, and the Taliban agreed to
release 1,000 soldiers but the
exchange of prisoners was re-
peatedly delayed. – IANS

Fatah, Hamas agree
to resume meetings

RAMALLAH, July 7: The

two Palestinian rival groups,

President Mahmoud Abbas’

Fatah party and Islamic Hamas

movement, have agreed to

resume meetings in an effort

to end the internal division.

Ahmad Helles from Fatah’s

Central Committee, and

Husam Badran, a member of

Hamas politburo, made the an-

nouncement in a joint interview

aired on the state-run Palestine

television on Monday, reports

Xinhua news agency.

“The resumption of meet-

ings between Fatah and Hamas

has given our people a new

hope for ending the internal

division that has been going on

for 13 years, so as to face the

current political and economic

challenges,” said Helles.

Last week, Jibril al-Rajoub, a

member of Fatah’s Central

Committee, and Saleh Arouri,

deputy chief of Hamas politbu-

ro, began an online dialogue

aired on Palestine television.

“The internal Palestinian di-

vision can never be considered

the real permanent image of

the Palestinian people. The

real image is the unity to face

all dangers that surround the

Palestinian cause,” said Helles.

During the joint online in-

terview, Badran revealed that

the two factions were main-

taining daily contact and seek-

ing to work jointly in the West

Bank, the Gaza Strip and

abroad to confront the Israeli

annexation plan. – IANS
