NEW DELHI, Aug 12: Prime Minis-

ter Narendra Modi on Thursday will

launch a platform – ‘Transparent Taxa-

tion Honouring the Honest’, which, he

said, will strengthen efforts of “reform-

ing and simplifying our tax system”.

He will unveil the next phase of direct

tax reforms aimed at easing compliance

and rewarding honest taxpayers as the

government looks to rebuild the pan-

demic-hit economy.

“At 11 am on Thursday, 13th August,

the platform for ‘Transparent Taxation

Honouring the Honest’ would be

launched. This adds strength to our ef-

forts of reforming and simplifying our

tax system. It will benefit several hon-

est taxpayers, whose hard work pow-

ers national progress,” Modi said in a

tweet today.

Finance Minister Nirmala Sitharaman

in a tweet said, “Truly, this shall mark an

important step forward in providing a

simple and transparent taxation regime

for India.”

The virtual event will be witnessed

by various chambers of commerce, trade

associations, chartered accountants’ as-

sociations and “eminent” taxpayers, an

official statement said today.

PM to launch ‘transparent
taxation’ platform today

While the statement did not give details

of the reforms to be unveiled, the launch of

the platform is expected to further carry

forward the journey of direct tax reforms

undertaken during the last six years.

The reforms include reduction in cor-

porate tax last year to 22 per cent from

30 per cent for existing companies and

15 per cent for new manufacturing units,

scrapping of dividend distribution tax and

faceless assessment.

“The focus of the tax reforms has been

on reduction in tax rates and on simplifi-

cation of direct tax laws. Several initia-

tives have been taken by the CBDT for

bringing in efficiency and transparency

in the functioning of the I-T department,”

it said.

The Budget for 2020-21 fiscal unveiled

on February 1, had announced a ‘taxpay-

er charter’, which is expected to have

statutory status and will empower citi-

zens by ensuring time-bound services

by the Income Tax department.

The charter will ensure trust between

a taxpayer and the administration and re-

duce harassment, as well as increase ef-

ficiency of the department, Sitharman had

said in her Budget speech.

The Central Board of Direct Taxes

(CBDT), which is the apex decision-mak-

ing body in direct tax matters, administers

personal income tax and corporate tax.

“Wealth creators will be respected in

this country,” she had said in her 2020-

21 Budget speech. “We wish to enshrine

in the statutes a ‘taxpayer charter’

through this Budget. Our government

would like to reassure taxpayers that we

remain committed to taking measures

so that our citizens are free from harass-

ment of any kind.”

The statement said tax reforms include

bringing more transparency in official

communication through the newly intro-

duced Document Identification Number

(DIN) wherein every communication of

the department would carry a compu-

ter-generated unique document identi-

fication number.

Similarly, to increase the ease of compli-

ance for taxpayers, the I-T department has

moved forward with the pre-filing of in-

come tax returns to make compliance more

convenient for individual taxpayers. – PTI

Direct tax reforms aim at
easing compliance,
rewarding honest taxpayers

NEW DELHI, Aug 12: The

government today said it has

allowed the sale and registra-

tion of electric vehicles with-

out pre-fitted batteries, a

move which will reduce the

upfront cost of these vehicles.

The battery, which ac-

counts for about 30-40 per

cent of the total cost of EVs,

can be provided separately by

companies, it added.

“The Ministry of Road

Transport and Highways

(MoRTH) has allowed regis-

tration of electric vehicles

without pre-fitted batteries. In

a letter to Transport Secretar-

ies of all the States and UTs,

the ministry has clarified that

vehicles without batteries can

Govt allows sale, registration of
EVs without pre-fitted batteries

be sold and registered based

on the type approval certificate

issued by the test agency,” the

ministry said in a statement.

It said there is no need to

specify the make/type or any

other details of the battery for

the purpose of registration.

However, the prototype of

the electrical vehicle and the

battery (regular or swappa-

ble) are required to be type-

approved by the test agencies

specified under Rule 126 of

the Central Motor Vehicles

Rules, 1989.

The advisory to Principal

Secretaries and Transport

Secretaries of States said the

government is striving to cre-

ate an ecosystem to acceler-

ate the uptake of electric mo-

bility in the country.

“It is time to come togeth-

er to work jointly to achieve

the broader national agenda to

reduce vehicular pollution and

oil import bill. This will not

only protect the environment

and reduce  the oil import bill

but also provide opportunities

to sunrise industries,” it said.

The ministry said for the pro-

motion of electric vehicles, rec-

ommendations were brought to

its notice to delink the cost of

battery from the vehicle cost.

This will make the upfront cost

of electric two- and three-

wheelers lower than that of in-

ternal combustion engine (ICE)

variants, it added. – PTI

NEW DELHI, Aug 12: Pure-play tel-

ecom companies evolving into large dig-

ital networks offering full stack of serv-

ices is a “positive development” that

augurs well for the “new normal” of

work-from-home, distant education,

telemedicine and other virtual applica-

tions, TRAI Chairman RS Sharma said.

Describing the sector as a “shining

star” for maintaining 24X7 connectivity

even amid the COVID-19 crisis, Shar-

ma said telecom has become more im-

portant and necessary for overall life of

the community than ever before, adding

that he expects the trend to continue.

“We should not waste this crisis, we

should actually leverage this crisis for

Telcos evolving into digital networks
a positive sign: TRAI chief

becoming a digital superpower and

knowledge society, and it should accel-

erate the implementation of Digital In-

dia,” Sharma told PTI.

Large telecom companies are using

artificial intelligence, big data and ma-

chine learning in a significant way already

to improve services and optimise re-

sources, he said.

“My sense is that pure-play telcos will

also move in that direction of digital net-

works... of providing many other services

also. That is the way things are moving.

“I see it as a very positive develop-

ment because ultimately we have to

make this a new normal... then we

have to have work-from-home, dis-

tant education, telemedicines, digital

healthcare network, and other ele-

ments,” Sharma said.

Telecom today has moved from voice

to predominantly data.

“And when you talk of data and digital

applications which are consuming the data,

that is the direction in which the networks

have to go,” Sharma emphasised.

He observed that the pandemic-in-

duced crisis and the resultant work-from-

home culture has made people comfort-

able with working with collaborative

tools and solutions.

“So cost, time and resources are get-

ting optimised, and we are also becom-

ing comfortable,” Sharma said. – PTI

Policies which are in lapsed condition during the premi-

um-paying term and have not completed policy term as on

the date of revival are eligible to be revived under this

campaign, it said.

The campaign is launched for the benefit of those policy

holders who were not able to pay premiums due to

unavoidable circumstances and their policy lapsed, as the

insurer feels it makes better sense to revive an old policy to

restore insurance cover, the statement said.

Power Grid Q1 net dips on
one-time rebate to discoms

NEW DELHI, Aug 12: Power Grid Corporation has

reported an 18.15 per cent fall in its consolidated net profit

for the April-June quarter at Rs 2,048.42 crore.

During the corresponding period last fiscal, the company

had reported a net profit of Rs 2,502.80 crore.

The company has attributed the fall in profits to the consolidat-

ed one-time rebate of Rs 1,075 crore to power distribution

companies and power departments of States and Union

Territories for passing on the benefit to end-consumers on

account of the pandemic against the billing of April and May 2020.

“Due to said consolidated one-time rebate, there is a

reduction in the profit for the current quarter and the same

has been disclosed under ‘exceptional items’ in the state-

ment of financial results. The company will continue to

monitor any material changes to future economic condi-

tions,” the company said in a regulatory filing.

Its total income during the period under review rose 4.86

per cent to Rs 9,816.72 crore from Rs 9,361.72 crore

earned during the quarter ended June 30 of the last fiscal.

Further, the company on Tuesday announced that its board

of directors has approved the appointment of M Taj

Mukarrum as Chief Financial Officer (CFO) of the company

with effect from August 1, 2020. – IANS

lic sector Central Bank of India

on Tuesday reported a 21 per

cent rise in its consolidated net

profit at Rs 147.21 crore in the

quarter ending June.

The bank had posted a net

profit of Rs 121.61 crore dur-

ing the same quarter a year ago.

Total income of the bank (con-

solidated) rose to Rs 6,751.86

crore during April-June quarter

of 2020-21 as against Rs 6,518.37

crore in the same period of 2019-

20, Central Bank of India said in

a regulatory filing.

On a standalone basis, the

net profit of the bank was up

14.5 per cent at Rs 135.43

crore during the first quarter

of FY 2021 as against Rs 118.33

crore a year ago. Income in-

creased to Rs 6,726.68 crore

from Rs 6,493.55 crore.

The bank showed im-

provement in its asset quality

as the gross non-performing

assets (NPAs) or bad loans, as

a percentage of gross advanc-

es as on June 30, 2020, fell to

18.10 per cent from 19.93 per

cent as on June 30, 2019.
